Scleroderma is an auto immune connective tissue disease that is chronic and sometimes fatal.  Individuals who 
have scleroderma are plagued with a multitude of symptoms in which their bodies overproduce collagen.  
Symptoms can range from mildly irritating skin hardness and itching, to more complicated difficulties such as 
fibrosis of the heart and lungs.  Affecting nearly as many people in the United States as Multiple Sclerosis, it is 
not nearly as well known.  Scleroderma is diagnosed far more frequently in women than in men and can be found 
at any time in a person’s life, but is most usually found in women during their child bearing years. 
 
Walk Route: down Resaca St. to seawall.  Make a right and go straight to Peoples St. where you will find a water 
station.  Loop back to Resaca and take a left in front of park.  Go around the park, head back down Resaca to the 
Seawall and head to Peoples St. and come back.
